1 Can I bring food and eat on 
the bus? 

• You may bring food unto the bus but please do not consume any food 
on the bus. 

• However, please do not bring any food with a strong smell onboard 
(e.g. durian). To avoid spillage, please avoid bringing any unpackaged 
drinks onboard. 

• Drinking water onboard is allowed, do stay hydrated! J.

2 What if I arrive late to the 
church meet-up point?

• Please immediately inform your Bus IC/2IC via WhatsApp/phone 
call if you know you will be arriving late.  If you are late beyond 
30mins from the reporting time, we will have to depart and you will 
have to make your own arrangements to KL/SG at your own 
expense. 

3 What if I can’t reach my 
Bus IC/2IC?

MDAC online within 3 days of arrival. Otherwise, you may not able to 
enter Malaysia at the customs.

What if my bus is stopped 
by Malaysian Authorities 
along the way?

• Stay calm and do not panic. Malaysian authorities may stop the bus to 
check that everyone is legally authorised to enter Malaysia through the 
Immigration Form 25. Bus IC/2ICs have been advised on the necessary 
steps / measures, kindly follow their instructions.

7 Is there Wifi on the bus? • No, there will be no Wifi on the bus. Kindly activate your data roaming 
or install a Malaysia eSIM before the bus leaves Malaysia.

8 Reminder: Passport >6 
Months Validity

• Please ensure that your passport is valid for at least 6 months from 
your date of arrival into Malaysia. Otherwise, you may not be able to 
enter Malaysia.

What if I am not feeling well 
on the day of departure / 
there is a sudden medical 
emergency while travelling?

• Inform your Bus IC/2IC immediately if you are feeling very unwell. 
Even if you feel only mildly sick on the day of departure, please still 
inform your Bus ICs so they can watch over you.

• In case of a medical emergency requiring immediate attention, Bus IC 
/ Malaysian tour guide can call 995 if you are still in Singapore and 
999 / 112 if you are in Malaysia. If the bus is on Malaysia highway, call 
1800-88-0000.
